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April 26: Historic Preservation

Michael Sullivan will speak at this month’s North
Slope Historic District meeting about preservation
in Tacoma and some of the
preservation do’s and don'ts
that face homeowners and
restorers.

Sullivan has been practicing and
teaching Historic Preservation
methodology in the Pacific
Northwest for more than 20
years. With his Master's
Degree in History of the
American West and Historic Preservation
Planning from Western Washington University, he
has been at the forefront of local preservation
issues, policies and projects. He directed
preservation policy for the City of Tacoma during a
period when more than $250 million in
rehabilitation activity occurred, including the
restoration of Union Station as a Federal
Courthouse and the development of the University
of Washington Tacoma in downtown historic
warehouse buildings.

Recent projects in Sullivan’s portfolio as a principal
at Artifacts Consulting, Inc. include investment tax
credit applications and nominations to the
National Register of Historic Places for the Albers
Mill Building in Tacoma, American Legion Building
in Olympia, and the Davenport Hotel Building in
Spokane. He serves as president of the
Washington Trust for Historic Preservation and is
an adjunct faculty member at the University of
Washington Department of Architecture.

get overwhelmed and

some city streets and low

areas can flood. \

What can you do about \\\
street flooding? If your \
street is flooding, it is
usually caused by a storm drain that is covered
with leaves, plastic bags or other debris.

The City Streets and Grounds department
suggests using a rake, broom or blower to
regularly remove debris from the street storm
drain grate near your home or business. With
more than 17,000 storm drains to manage, the
City can't get to them all during heavy rains -
citizens must do their part.

If the storm drain in your street is clear and there
is still street flooding, call the City Streets and
Grounds department at (253) 591-5495.
