Ms. Ringler says: “Noxious weeds are non-native
plants that are proven to have a negative impact
on the environment. They may be poisonous to
humans and animals, destroy plant and animal
habitat, clog waterways, create fire hazards,
damage recreational opportunities, or reduce crop
yields. Because of their aggressive growth habits
and lack of natural enemies, these species can be
highly destructive and difficult to control.

The role of the Pierce County Noxious Weed
Control Program is to help protect the county’s
citizens, native eco-systems, agricultural resources,
and recreational areas from the economic losses
and adverse effects associated with the presence
and spread of noxious weeds. PCNWCP needs
property owners’ help in recognizing and then
controlling the non-native invasive plants.”
